Proposals for the 2009 AGM (2nd Version 12th July)
These proposals have been rephrased from the original letters to the Committee. If anyone believes that the meaning of the proposals has changed could they please contact the League Secretary ASAP.

1) The rules for voting should change. (Proposed by Theresa Herdman (Labour ‘C’), Seconded by Steve Herdman (Railway ‘C’))
That Section 8.2 of the Constitution changes

From: “Each Member may have 2 representatives per team present at a General Meeting but there is only 1 vote per Member club.”

To:  “Each Member may have 2 representatives per team present at a General Meeting, and there shall be 1 vote per team”

(The committee recommends that you reject this proposal)

2) The definition of the 3 forfeit games in a re-scheduled match is changed. (Proposed by Pippa Elson (Academy ‘R’), Seconded by Richard Simpson (Westside ‘W’))
That Section 12.1.i of the Rules of Play changes

From: “.., the team shall begin the rescheduled match 3-0 down (to be comprised of 3 singles games).”

To: “The team shall have 3 frames deducted from the final score, 3 frames will be added to the opponent’s score (to a maximum of 10-0)”.
The actual result of each frame will be used in the calculation of players’ averages.
(The committee recommends that you accept this proposal)
3) That the requirement to provide refreshment at League Matches be dropped. (Proposed by Neil Brooker (Academy), Seconded by Lou Smith (Wote Street).

(The committee could not reach a consensus on this proposal)
4) 4) That an additional point be awarded for an “away draw” (Proposed by Neil Brooker (Academy), Seconded by Lou Smith (Wote Street).

That section 10) of the “Rules of Play” be changes:

From: “In the case of a draw each Team shall be awarded 1 point.”
To: “In the case of a draw the home Team shall be awarded 1 point, the away Team shall be awarded 2 points.”
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
